EU and the enlargement
CY.B.C. Nicosia

1:23 College Prof.: -It is a very important matter for all Cypriots. We are
hearing about it everywhere — how will the EU influence
the cost of living in Cyprus and all citizens wonder how
the political leadership will react. I mean, in case this
reaction will be negative, the cost of living will rocket
sky-high. How shall we, as the government of Cyprus,
take measures and actions that will allay this cost,
particularly for people with lower income?

I would, most of all, want to hear the reaction of the
Speaker of the Floor. Beyond the fact that he is the
Speaker of the Floor, he also represents a party that is
imbued by social sensitivities, so I would imagine him
to be more energetic in coping with such problems.

2:09 Christofias: -The only political power that warned people that the road
towards the EU and the accession is not a bed of roses and
that we will pay a social and economic price, is AKEL. Let us
not forget this.

So, when people were asked, they said, “Yes, let us access
the EU.” And this, I believe, they did out of political
immaturity. The EU indeed issues directives on various
issues, its integration, however, is not yet such that would
allow everything to be decided in Brussels.

There is room, in other words, in the implementation

of these directives, for a state, a government, to follow
either a neo-liberal conservative policy or a policy

that is beneficial to the people.

3:00 Wageworker: -Prices after the accession to the EU are constantly rising.
Will citizens’ salaries be increased, according to the
specifications of the EU, or will they remain stagnant? Or
will they become even lower? This is, basically, what all
people are wondering.

3:15 L. Christoforou: -No one can know how Cyprus will develop and move, in
the next few years, in the EU, and what capabilities it
will turn to advantage in the large, united Europe.
However, I believe that if we take into account the
examples of other small countries like Cyprus, Ireland,
for instance, a country of four million that gave birth to
the great Irish miracle — in essence, while income was
50% - 60% compared to the average income in the EU
upon accession to the EU, it managed...not only to
double it but to surpass it, and currently it is beyond
100%. Correspondingly, other Mediterranean countries,



comparable to Cyprus, such as Portugal, Spain and
Greece, have managed, within a few years, to increase
the average living standards and salaries to higher
levels than those that existed when they first accessed
the EU. Therefore, I believe that Cyprus, both because
of the fact that people are progressive and also because
of the fact that it enjoys a modern, flexible economy;, it
will manage to do what other similar countries
managed to do, as I have already mentioned. Therefore
we are hoping that from 75% - 80% that is the average
salary and living standards in Cyprus compared to the
corresponding average ones in the EU, in very few years
we will manage to reach the average salaries and living
standards of the EU itself.

4:31 Shop Owner: -We have accessed the EU and soon we will be buying even
the air we breathe! What can they do, poor souls? They
will be selling us the ground we are treading on — you’ll
have to pay to walk! This is the EU. Tell me, what are the
economic benefits?

4:47 L. Christoforou: -As regards mark ups in prices of products and this
general wave of overpricing and the inflation pressures
being developed, I believe that this is an area where the
Cypriot citizen, the Cypriot consumer, should be given
more information. The existing laws should be strictly
implemented and it is up to our government to
implement laws and norms and, in general, issues that
were handled successfully in the EU as models for
market supervision, in our country as well, so that
overcharging be stemmed, so that the consumers’
income be protected, and so that this startling
phenomenon where everything is getting more
expensive, stop presenting itself.

5:35 Christou: -I would like to remind you that it was we, the Cypriots, that
decided our accession to the EU so as to safeguard the
Republic of Cyprus and to aid the solution of the Cyprus
Issue. If we looked at the matter through a purely economic
scope, it might have not been to our advantage to access the
EU. We all knew that this accession would come at a cost. We
will be faced with various changes in prices and charges.
Services are being liberalized: other services, because of the
new taxation, might get more expensive. However, I believe
that in the end of the day, bearing in mind the development of
the island that will take place, due to the fact that it will belong



to a broader market...I believe that these things will be at least
counterbalanced.

6:23 Accountant: -Bearing in mind that we are one of the countries that will be
subsidizing the European Fund, since our living standards
are high, it would be interesting to find out the ceiling or
the percentage of the subsidization that each Cypriot
taxpayer will be called to pay.

6:37 L. Christoforou: -We may be contributing somewhat to the European
budget because we are a small country, but we will at
the same time have the capability and the opportunity
to draw important allocations from EU coffers. Cyprus,
even in the very first years of accession, will contribute
with a few dozen million. Already for Cyprus, up to
today, as regards the road to harmonization and
accession to the EU, it is a liability, as regards the
financial aspect.

Cyprus contributed and paid the price for accessing the
EU, without getting any subsidization and financing,
either by Farrell Project or by any other projects that
other countries belonging to the same category with
Cyprus benefited from.

7:22 Businessman: -I would like to know, what practical ways has the state
laid out, so that small countries of the EU, such as Cyprus,
will manage to compete with other countries that, due to
their size, have lower production and service costs?

7:35 L. Christoforou: -It is imperative that Cyprus redesigns its economy and
society. Cyprus will be able to focus itself in the areas of
services, in the economic and financial area, in the
shipping and tourism area, and in various other areas in
which Cyprus, even though it is a small island,
has the advantage on, can develop economies of scale
and can create competitive conditions better than
those existing in other countries of the EU.

It is the crossroads of three continents, therefore
it can become a transportation hub;

L. Christoforou: - it is the southernmost gate of Europe, both regarding sea
routes as well as airlines and as far as product shipments are
concerned, Cyprus may easily become the hub for financial
and enterprising activities for the whole area;
and it can link Europe with other countries such as those of
the Middle East and other countries that Europe does not
enjoy this immediate contact with.
