FOR THE ATTENTION OF ALL APPLICANTS TO CIRCOM SUMMER ACADEMY, NUREMBERG, 2009

1. Together with their applications, all candidates must submit a proposal for a foreign news story with european aspekt.  This means a story that is foreign to them – in other words, it must relate to a country which is not their own.  For example, if you are a German national, you can propose a story about Poland or the Czech Republic – but not one about Germany.

2. The trainers need to be assured that your ideas have been thoroughly researched and set up.  [You will be filming with professional camera-crews and, as you will appreciate, we cannot risk a situation where a story collapses on the first day of shooting – or even a couple of days before.]  

3. Whether or not your story idea is shot will be decided by the trainers.   There will be twenty applicants with twenty story proposals and only ten stories will be selected for shooting.  This means that the chances of your story being selected are 50:50.  But any story that has not been properly researched and set up will be quickly eliminated from the selection procedure. Before completing the form, it may help you to look at the example that follows it.
4. Please note: In order to keep shooting costs low, travel destinations for your story are limited to the following countries:
Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Croatia, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Finland, France, Greece, Hungary, Ireland, Italy, Luxembourg, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Spain, The Netherlands, Turkey
